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1. Overall Description:

3GPP RAN2 is studying PC5/Uu based V2X transport. One aspect that needs to be considered is the V2X QoS.
For PC5, priority handling based on ProSe Per-Packet-Priority (PPPP) has been supported for Rel-13 D2D communication, without guarantees for any other QoS parameters. 
However, RAN2 has observed that apart from priority, SA1 has studied some other QoS related requirements for V2X transport, e.g., latency, reliability and message transmission frequency in TR 22.885. These requirements have not been considered for Rel-13 D2D communication, and cannot be satisfied by existing priority handling mechanisms based on PPPP. 
In order to support QoS on PC5, AS layers need to be aware of the QoS requirements for V2X messages, and then determine the transmission parameters and configurations for different V2X messages. Therefore, RAN2 would like to ask SA2 to study a mechanism for upper layers to provide the QoS requirements of different types of V2X messages to AS layers.
RAN2 also assumes that from the network/UE perspectiveV2X messages could coexist with the legacy D2D traffic (e.g., group call). RAN2 would like to ask SA1 to confirm the assumption.

In case of Uu based V2X, RAN2 assumes that SA2 will study enhancements if needed to support V2X QoS requirements. 
2. Actions:

To SA2 group:
ACTION: 
RAN2 respectfully asks SA2 to study a mechanism for upper layers to provide the QoS requirements of different types of V2X messages to AS layers and inform RAN2 of the mechanism.
To SA1 group:
ACTION: 
RAN2 respectfully asks SA1 to confirm the assumption regarding coexistence of V2X traffic and legacy D2D traffic. 
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
