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1 Introduction

Significant progress was made on LWA during RAN2#92 with the endorsement of the 36.331 CR [1]. In this contribution we discuss several issues related to the endorsed CR [1]. 
Based on the agreements made, we think it would be good to clarify the handling of user preferences in stage-3 a bit further. A text proposal is provided in Annex B.

2 Rationale
Already several times the handling of user preferences has been discussed in RAN2. In RAN2#92 a discussion took place related to R2-156606 [1], and the following agreements were reached:

Agreements

1
WLAN status (e.g. not available due to user-preferences) is not reflected in UE capability. UE indicates support for WLAN interworking/aggregation even if WLAN currently not available.

5
A UE capable of Rel-13 interworking and/or aggregation is also capable of providing WLAN measurements.

Support of LTE-WLAN aggregation/interworking should be per UE, not depending on LTE band combinations.





The above agreements indicate that a UE shall accept an LWA measurement request and an LWA reconfiguration procedure even if the UE is not able to support the indicated LWA carrier frequency due to user preference settings. However receiving a measurement request/reconfiguration request for a (temporarily) not supported frequency could easily be explained as receiving a request to which the UE “cannot comply”, which would trigger a re-establishment (36.331 section 5.3.5.5). 

In order to avoid any misunderstanding, i.e. that a UE can still comply to an LWA measurement/configuration request even if it temporarily does not support the carrier frequency, we propose to clarify this intention as indicated in Annex B.  

Proposal 1: 
Clarify as shown in Annex B, that a UE temporarily not supporting an LWA frequency due to user preference settings should still consider a LWA configuration/measurement request as a configuration to which it can comply.
3 Conclusion

RAN2 is requested to discuss and if possible agree on the following proposals:

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Annex B: Changes proposed for “cannot comply”

Reconfiguration failure


The UE shall:

1>
if the UE is unable to comply with (part of) the configuration included in the RRCConnectionReconfiguration message:

continue using the configuration used prior to the reception of RRCConnectionReconfiguration message;

2>
if security has not been activated:

3>
perform the actions upon leaving RRC_CONNECTED as specified in 5.3.12, with release cause other;

2>
else:

initiate the connection re-establishment procedure as specified in 5.3.7, upon which the connection reconfiguration procedure ends;

NOTE 1:
The UE may apply above failure handling also in case the RRCConnectionReconfiguration message causes a protocol error for which the generic error handling as defined in 5.7 specifies that the UE shall ignore the message.

NOTE 2:
If the UE is unable to comply with part of the configuration, it does not apply any part of the configuration, i.e. there is no partial success/ failure.
NOTE 3:  This procedure is not applicable upon configuration of LWA frequencies the UE is unable to access due to user preference settings, irrespective of whether the UE reported this inability (i.e. by WLANConnectionStatusReport). I.e. the UE accepts the configuration even if it is unable to perform the requested measurements or to connect to any of the configured WLAN APs..
