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1. Overall Description:

LTE-WLAN radio level Aggregation (LWA) is being specified in 3GPP specifications [1]. 
It has been agreed to introduce an “association timer” when eNB configures UE to connect to a WLAN and the UE shall report a failure indication (to eNB) if it cannot connect to the WLAN after the timer expires [2]. And hereby the “connect to” means a UE’s successful association to a WLAN AP and successful authentication (if required) with the WLAN. 
A proper time out value setting is crucial to the overall performance and user experience of LWA. 
RAN2 kindly requests IEEE 802.11 WG and Wi-Fi Alliance to provide their recommendation on the typical time out value for UE’s successful connection to a WLAN.
