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1 Introduction

For LWA the eNB configures the UE with a mobility set. There are some minor issues with the current RRC CR regarding the mobility set which we discuss in this paper.
2 Discussion
There are some issues in the RRC CR which was identified during the ASN.1-review, which we address below.
2.1 Statement suggesting multiple mobility sets

In the current RRC CR for LWA there is a sentence in 5.6.X.1 suggesting that there can be several mobility sets but this cannot be the case. The UE can at most have one mobility set. To avoid confusion in the future we suggest changing according to this text proposal:

Introduction 

E-UTRAN can configure the UE to connect to a WLAN and configure bearers for LWA. The UE uses the WLAN parameters received from E-UTRAN in performing WLAN measurements and WLAN mobility. 

The UE stores the current WLAN Mobility Set, which is a set of WLAN identifiers, in wlan-MobilitySet in VarWLAN-MobilityConfig. This Mobility Set can be configured and updated via LWA-Configuration. When the UE receives a new or updated Mobility Set, it initiates connection to a WLAN whose identifiers match the ones in wlan-MobilitySet, if not already connected to such a WLAN. The UE can perform WLAN mobility within the Mobility Set (connect to another WLAN whose identifiers match the ones in wlan-MobilitySet) without any signalling to E-UTRAN for this purpose. Addition/ modification/ removal of a UE's mobility set is controlled by E-UTRAN and may be based on WLAN measurement events described in 5.5.4.
The UE can report the WLAN connection status information to E-UTRAN as described in Section 5.6.12a.3. The information in this report is based on the monitoring of WLAN connection as described in Section 5.6.12a.5.

2.2 Empty mobility set

The eNB may add/remove WLANs from the UE's mobility as follows:

The UE stores the mobility set in the following variable:

In case the eNB removes all entries from a variable with a list, it is not clear from specifications whether the UE removes the whole variable (wlan-MobilitySet-r13) or not. Or in this case, it is not clear whether the UE would maintain an empty version of wlan-MobilitySet-r13 when all WLANs in the mobility set have been removed. Usually it may not matter what the UE implementation is but in this case it matters since for WLAN measurements we have conditions on whether the mobility set exists or not. Hence, we think we need the following clarification:
