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1 Introduction
In last RAN2#94 meeting, following scenarios are discussed to seek the corresponding solutions, but no specific solution is totally agreed.
i. An idle UE in LTE initiating MT/MO voice cal

ii. A connected UE in LTE initiating MT/MO voice call
iii. A connected UE in UMTS with CS service, UE tries to establish PS service
Also an email discussion for running TP was distributed to further capture the agreements in RAN2 meeting.
[UMTS/Joint UMTS-LTE] – running TP capturing RAN2 agreements (China Unicom)

This document identifies some remaining issues needed to be addressed to finish the SI stage task.
2 Discussion

2.1 Issue 1: Dual standby / single standby
If the UE maintains two independent NAS and RRC links and camps on both LTE and UMTS networks, the UE naturally can access to the UMTS network for MO/MT calls. 
Single stand by case has been analyzed a lot in last meeting. All the three cases can be solved by specific procedures according to [1]-[6], it is FFS the details of the procedures and the corresponding signalling. 
We think that both dual standby and single standby cases could be included in this SI, and the difference in th procedures between two approaches (if there is any) should be explicitly pointed out. Besides, single Tx/Dual Rx is the baseline; for further discussion, we will focus on this baseline.
2.2 Issue 2: Solution procedures
Option A and option B have been proposed in last meeting. We have achieved the agreement that we should make limited impacts to existing procedures and mechanisms. In the general procedures, it is FFS how the UE get the configurations of DRX in UMTS and LTE, the correlated timing alignments and transmit pattern. 
Solution procedures are expected to be specified in this meeting. From RAN2 point of view, case 1/2/3 all should be specified according to different solutions if acceptable. 
2.3 Issue 3: UE implementation
In last meeting, some concerns on UE implementation are raised. From RAN2 point of view, we should not only focus the very detail of the specific UE implementation, only we need to focus is that once network knows UE capable of CS and PS joint operation, the following procedures and signaling. Specific UE implementation can be regarded as a good reference when designing the solution, but not the limitation, since UE implementation could be as in different way. RAN2 work should focus on the signaling and the information elements which enable the configuration of the concurrent transmission.
2.4 Issue 4: Power consumption
In the RAN2 email discussion and a few on-line discussions before, some companies regard power consumption as an issue. This is mainly for the dual standby and single standby cases, but we think it is beneficial if we give some analysis on power consumption comparison in the SI phase.
3 Summary
In this contribution, we discussed the remaining issues, and raise the following:
Proposal 1: The remaining issues above should be addressed in this meeting and should try to make a convergence to finish the SI stage.
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
