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1. Introduction
In RAN2 #95 meeting, Agreements on SL SPS were made as below:
	· Multiple SPS can be activated simultaneously

· UE assistance triggers are left to UE implementation.  The network should be able to configure UE assistance information.  

· The UE assistant information includes a set of preferred expected SPS interval, timing offset with respect subframe0 of the SFN0 (frame and subframe number).  FFS if per logical channel.


And some open issues on SL SPS was discussed in email discussion “[95#32][LTE/V2V] – SPS”. However, details on stage 3 specification for reporting mechanism didn’t discussed deeply.

So, in this contribution, we would discuss details on stage 3 reporting procedure for SL SPS with impact for Uu SPS for V2X.
2. Discussion

2.1. Reporting for UE assistant information
Even though there is no clear majority on how to report via MAC or RRC in the email discussion, this contribution assume that RRC signalling is used for the reporting.

Regarding how to report UE assistant information via RRC signalling, several candidates can be considered as below.
1) UE Assistance Information procedure

2) Sidelink UE information procedure

3) New RRC procedure
The purpose of procedure 1) is to inform E-UTRAN of the UE’s power saving preference. Regarding this procedure’s purpose, it is well matched with the intention of reporting UE assistant information in informing the ‘preference’ point of view since the agreed SPS related parameters are included in a set of ‘preferred expected SPS’. Additionally, procedure 1) also can be used for Uu SPS and it is good to expend by replacing ‘spare’ to new IE in UEAssistanceInformation message. 
The purpose of procedure 2) is to inform E-UTRAN that the UE is interested or no longer interested to receive sidelink, as well as to request assignment or release of transmission resources for sidelink. Therefore, it is not matched with the intention of UE assistance information which is not request dedicated resources. Moreover, it does not have commonality especially for Uu SPS case
According to above discussion, procedure 1) is acceptable and can be reused. So, introducing new RRC procedure is not needed. Therefore,
Proposal 1: UE assistant information for SL(Uu) SPS should be reported via UE assistance information procedure.
2.2. Reporting for Release SL SPS configuration
In this section, above three different RRC procedures are summoned again considering on reporting for release SL SPS configuration.
The intention of reporting release SL SPS configuration is to inform E-UTRAN that the UE no longer have a configured SL resources based on an activated SPS configuration which can be released by implicit manner or by eNB configuration. Therefore, it is well matched with the purpose of procedure 2). 
However, new RRC procedure may be needed since the procedure 2) was designed for ProSe and eD2D. For instance, it should be required acquisition of SIB18/19. Due to RAN2 already agreed that new SIB would be introduced for V2X and separated operation modes (mode 3 and 4), it could be complicated some information on V2X to merge in the SidelinkUEInformation message. Therefore, 
Proposal 2: Sidelink UE Information procedure should be considered as a baseline for reporting of release SL SPS configuration.
3. Conclusion
This contribution proposes how to design reporting mechanism on SL SPS.
Proposal 1: UE assistant information for SL(Uu) SPS should be reported via UE assistance information procedure.
Proposal 2: Sidelink UE Information procedure should be considered as a baseline for reporting of release SL SPS configuration.
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
