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1. Overall Description: 
RAN2 would like to thank RAN3 for informing RAN2 on the decisions and discussions about support of small and variable MBMS areas at RAN3#93. RAN3 has evaluated the four options of the solution in TR 36.885 and would take options 2 and 4 as the working assumption: 
· Option 2: Single TMGI in non-overlapped local MBMS Service Areas

· Option 4: Different TMGIs to the MBMS Service Areas when there is overlap, in order to be able to transmit different V2X messages in the MBMS Service Areas with overlap.

The two options above have no standard impacts from RAN3 point of view. 

However, RAN3 thinks Option 4 requires the UE to receive multiple MBMS sessions with different TMGIs. RAN3 would like to ask RAN2 to provide feedback on this issue, e.g. if there would be any standard impacts from RAN2 point of view for Option 4. 
For multiple TMGIs (option 4), considering that the mapping between TMGI and local MBMS service area changes very rarely, or even never changes, this mapping can be predefined and pre-stored in USD. As part of the USD acquisition, when the UE registers to the V2X AS for certain V2X service, the V2X AS through the BM-SC returns the mapping between different TMGIs and the corresponding local MBMS service areas. By this when the UE enters certain areas (indicated by SIB15) it knows which TMGIs to monitor for MBMS reception. 

Considering the above RAN2 thinks Option 4 has no standard impacts from RAN2 point of view.
RAN2 kindly requests RAN3 to take the answer from RAN2 into account when discussing Multiple TMGIs, and keep RAN2 informed at any further decision on the issue.
