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At this (and several previous) meetings, both Iu and Iub/r SWGs have had to discuss identical proposals. This duplication of work is very inefficient, and totally unnecessary.

The most common example of this problem is in the handling of CRs related to the transport layer specifications, where (by a happy co-incidence?) very similar protocols are used on all three interfaces. It can be assumed that in almost every case, any changes to one transport specification will have to apply to several. 

The other case where this problem occurs is when there are changes to one signalling protocol that impact one or more of the others. One very recent example is the change to the definition of SAI.

To minimise the risk of divergence between the interfaces it is proposed to move the responsibility for the transport layer specifications to the plenary. Affected specifications are:

If these proposals are accepted, it is requested that the secretary updates the workplan accordingly (moving responsibility for the listed specifications to plenary and adding the responsibility for discussion of issues affecting both SWGs to the list of responsibilities for the plenary).
