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During its meeting RAN3#20 in Beijing, RAN3 has pointed out a difference between the treatment of the Direct Transfer information during a SRNS relocation depending on the presence of an Iur or not.

In case an Iur is involved, the Direct Transfer information that could not be sent to the UE before the SRNS relocation is sent to the target RNC via the Iur. It is realized through the relocation commit message together with the transfer of the SRNS contexts.

In order to be consistent, it is the understanding of RAN3 that this information should be made available in the target RNC also when Iur is not involved. This could be done through the “SRNS forward contexts” message already used by serving RNC to send the SRNS contexts to the target RNC (via the CN) when there is no Iur.

Before making a decision, RAN3 would like to kindly ask CN1 and RAN2 on their view for the necessity of this transfer when an Iur is not involved. Also, RAN3 would appreciate to know what could be the consequences if the DT information not yet sent to the UE before the relocation on serving side were simply discarded (instead of being transferred).
