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1. Introduction

It was reported by the liaison R3-010968 from RAN WG2 (source NTT DoCoMo) on “the handover restriction to the cell reserved for operator use” that;
· operator may reserve certain range of IMSI for the UEs with certain Access Class (test UE),

· whenever a UE attempts to perform DHO to the cell reserved for operator use, RNC can decide if that particular UE is allowed to do so by checking the IMSI allocated for that UE,

· IMSI may be given to SRNC by COMMON ID RANAP message, and

· IMSI also needs to be given to DRNC in order to decide whether the UE is allowed to establish a RL to the cell reserved for operator use.

However in the 19th RAN WG3 meeting, although the necessity of this mechanism was agreed, it was commented that the content of the last bullet is not the issue R2 should decide. And also it was commented that there is no meaning to send full “IMSI” on RNSAP.

2. Discussion
Based on the above background, the followings can be proposed.
· SRNC determine the access class of the UE from IMSI.

· SRNC does not recognise whether the cell belongs to other RNC is reserved for operator use or not.

· DRNC recognises whether the cell belongs to itself is reserved for operator used or not.

· SRNC sends an indicator for DRNC to determine whether the particular UE is “test UE” or not.
By this way, there is no need to send full “IMSI” from SRNC to the DRNC.
However, considering the maximum flexibility (ex. for O&M reasons such as signal tracing at DRNC), it may be preferable to send IMSI to DRNC. 

NTT DoCoMo has no strong opinion which way to choose, as long as this mechanism will be adopted. 

3. Conclusion
Based on the above discussion, CRs are proposed based on the original proposal from R2 which is to send full “IMSI” to DRNC.

RAN WG2 had a discussion regarding “Cell Reserved for Operator Use”, which will only allow UEs with certain Access Class to access that particular cell.  Previously, this concept could not be applied to UEs performing handover to the cell reserved for operator use, which was not desirable from the operator’s perspective.


The conclusion in RAN WG2 is that operator may reserve certain range of IMSI for the UEs with certain Access Class.  Whenever a UE attempts to perform DHO to the cell reserved for operator use, RNC can decide if that particular UE is allowed to do so by checking the IMSI allocated for that UE.


IMSI may be given to SRNC by COMMON ID message in Iu, but IMSI also needs to be given to DRNC in order to decide whether the UE is allowed to establish a RL to the cell reserved for operator use.  Therefore, RAN WG2 kindly requests RAN WG3 that IMSI is included to relevant messages in Iur.
