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1 Introduction

This contribution proposes some changes to the wording of the layer 2 agreement in the IP UTRAN Technical Report [1].

2 Description

2.1 Link rates for header compression and PPP extensions

In the IP UTRAN TR [1] header compression and PPP extentions are required for “slow bandwidth links like E1/T1/J1”. This wording does not provide a clear requirement. It is proposed that header compression and the PPP extensions are required for links with rates less than E1.

2.2 Usage of multilink PPP

The IP UTRAN TR requires the use of multilink PPP with multiclass extensions for slow bandwidth lengths. However, it is not clearly stated that it is the fragmentation capabilities of multilink PPP over a single link that is required rather than the inverse multiplexing use of multilink PPP.

3 Proposals

Modify the text in the IP UTRAN TR [1] in section 7.5, ”Layer 1 and Layer 2 independence”.

1. Add clarification that header compression and PPP extensions are required for E1 rates and lower.

2. Add clarification that multilink PPP is required for fragmentation over a single link.

With these changes, the proposed wording of the requirement is:

 “UTRAN NEs having interfaces connected via slow bandwidth links (E1 and lower rates) like E1/T1/J1 shall also support Header Compression and the PPP extensions PPPmux and ML/MC-PPP for fragmentation over a single link.”
