1. Overall Description:

RAN3 thanks SA2 for their LS on Multiple RAB Activation Issue.

RAN3 have discussed the topic further and agreed that there are some potential benefits in individual RAB activation:

1) As per current specification, under overload conditions, the RAB Assignment for the particular one that needed resources could fail while other RABs that did not need resources may be set up.   This can be avoided if only the particular RAB that needed resources was requested.
2) Unnecessary Iu processing can be avoided.  

On the other hand, RAN3 also identified that in certain scenarios it could involve additional signalling; for e.g., where a second RAB need to be re-activated while the first one is still active.

RAN3 has also seen RAN2 response (R2-020153).  RAN3 agree with RAN2 that the RRC specification already provides the mechanisms for implementations to optimise usage of radio resources.
