The tabular description for the DSCH FDD Information IE correctly indicates that the IE defines multiple DSCHs for single UE. The constant maxNoOfDSCHs permits the DSCH FDD Information IE to define from 1 up to 10 DSCHs per UE.  However the ASN1 representation of DSCH FDD Information IE permits only 1 DSCH to be listed per UE.  
This proposal modifies the DSCH FDD Information IE to list multiple DSCHs, consistent with the tabular description and consistent with the treatment of DSCHs elsewhere this specification.






Summary of change:

Section 9.3.4 of the ASN1 is corrected to agree with the tabular description.  The "dSCH-Specific-Information" element contained in "DSCH-FDD-Information" is modified to be "dSCH-Specific-Information-List".  The new "dSCH-Specific-Information-List" permits the description of multiple DSCHs for a UE.
