1 Introduction
2 The Rel.5 Work Item "Shared Networks in connected mode" objective is related to "roaming agreements" between operators. These roaming agreements concern common rules for all the mobiles with a given MCC/MNC (MCC/MNC is the part of the IMSI that identifies the operator). These roaming agreements are configured in the VLR/SGSN and are known in idle mode as international and national roaming agreements, defined in TS22.011 [ 3. ].

3 In addition to these roaming agreements, a subscriber can be assigned specific constraints, known in idle mode as "Regional Subscription". The regional subscription is on a per UE basis and is stored in the HLR. It is defined in TS 23.008 [ 3. ].

In order to be able to align completely the access rights in connected mode to the access rights in idle mode in all the cases, the Rel.5 solution must be extendable in the future to constraints on a per UE basis.

This contribution proposes to clarify the existing requirement in the TR3.012.

4 In addition, since the sentence " Access rights to a given area/cell shall be the same whatever the UE mode/state" is not only valid for international roaming agreements, it is proposed to have a separate bullet for that requirement.

Proposal

It is proposed to agree following modifications to the section 5 "Requirements" of the TR3.012 [ 1. ].

5 
Requirements

1) The following requirements are identified:

2) The shared network solution shall be able to handle access restrictions  in connected mode based on roaming agreements within the coverage of one UTRAN, and at borders between networks.

3) Access rights to a given area/cell shall be the same whatever the UE mode/state.

4) The shared network solution shall support a situation of up to 6 UTRAN operators and TBD GSM operators together providing a UMTS coverage solution in a country.

5) The shared network solution shall provide the possibility to handle differently the subscribers of each operator and roamers based on international roaming agreements. 
6) The shared network solution shall also provide the possibility to handle a per subscriber differentiation allowing e.g. to have different access rights for different international roamers of the same HPLMN.

7) The shared network solution shall not exclude usage in multi-country situations i.e. situations where in neighbouring countries different existing shared network configurations are to be merged.
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
