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1. Discussion

RAN1 would like to thank RAN3 for their LS R1-02-1147 (R3-022037) on HS-SCCH PO signaling. RAN1 has discussed the issues raised in the LS during RAN1#28. The studies performed in RAN1 so far [1,2] have shown that the required power offset differs significantly between 1-way and 2-way soft handover. Between 2-way soft handover and 3-way soft handover, the difference is significantly smaller. Based upon this, it is important to be able to update the power offset when entering or exiting soft handover. The additional gain obtained by updating the power offset for changes in the active set when the number of radio links is >2 seems to be relatively small and might not motivate the introduction of a new user plane signaling message.
