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In RAN2/RAN3#32 (Sep 2002) some important agreements were made to provide support for Streaming traffic carried over HSDPA.

In RAN3#33 (Nov 2002) there was a discussion (based on [1]) about the need for configuring a Guaranteed Power for HSDPA in a cell i.e. power on which HSDPA traffic has higher priority over DCH traffic. This was seen to be necessary for providing support to HS-DSCH connections with GBR requirements.

An extensive informal email discussion took place before RAN3#34, but no conclusion could be reached on time. The main reason for this is that there is no common understanding in RAN3 about the priority relationship between DCH traffic and HSDPA-GBR traffic: some companies think that DCH traffic has higher priority than HSDPA-GBR, whereas other companies think they have equal priority. Another reason is that the concept of Guaranteed Power for HSDPA could be related to the Common Measurement for HSDPA, which is an ongoing controversial topic.

Nortel Networks believes that the Guaranteed Power concept and the priority relationship between HSDPA-GBR and DCH should be clarified together with RAN2. Here attached is a revised version [2] of the discussion paper [1], addressing some concerns raised during the email discussion.
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
