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During Investigations of the Early UE Handling architecture, SA2 has identified a number of areas where clarification of existing operation is required to ensure that the solution is accurately defined. The areas of interest are as follows :-

1. Duplicated containers received by the RNC. 
At SRNS relocation for a UE with active PS and CS domain Iu connections, the target RNC may receive UESBI in the Transparent Containers sent in both Iu-ps and Iu-cs Relocation Request messages. How does the RNC treat such a situation if the information in the containers is not the same? 

2. Combined attach with Gs. 

It is currently proposed that the MSC/VLR shall request the IMEISV from the new SGSN using the MS Information Request message (TS 29.018), and that the SGSN shall return the IMEISV in the MS Information Response message. However SA2 have considered an alternative using the Location Update Request to transfer IMEISV because we have a concern regarding the text in section 14.2 of 29.018 “If the state of the association is LA-UPDATE PRESENT, the VLR shall wait until this state is exited.” which appears to limit the use of the MS information procedure during the LAU present state.

Actions:

To TSG-RAN3:

a)        Please confirm the expected RNC behaviour when receiving duplicate containers as highlighted in 1 above.

To TSG-CN1:

a)        To clarify if (and, optionally, why) there is any restriction on the use of the MS Information procedure that would prevent the use of the MS Information Request to transfer IMEISV.
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
