	Chapter 6.1.4 requires a node (RNC/CN) shall make an association between a VC and the IP addresses of the peer nodes. However, the usage of that association is not described. Because of different interpretation (as shown in the field) this may lead to interworking issues where the session drop rate is systematically 50% or above.

During the RAB assignment the CN offers an IP address and thereby a VC where it wants to receive/transmit the upstream/downstream packets. If the RNC selects an IP address which is associated to another VC the CN decision is violated and the CN/RNC is not able to receive/transmit packets. This may be detected by the GTP path management but earliest after 60 sec and leads to the release of the RAB.  

Chapter 6.1.5 requires the CN side of the Iu interface shall provide routing functions but there is no hint of the usage of that function. Normally the CN or RNC is a end node (or host) from the scope of IP and requires no routing function like a router (or gateway). The intention for this requirement was originally stated in CR011r1 but not included into the specification. CR011r1 states that the CN shall act like a router between different LISs connected to the CN. That is, it should forward packets received at one interface to another interface to support the packet forwarding during the relocation procedure.

	The RNC shall consider the CN IP address for its own IP address selection. Furthermore the VC associated to the IP address shall be used for transmission of IP packets.

This CR has isolated impact with the previous version of the specification (same release) because it corrects misinterpretable statements about VC selection and CN routing function.

The path protocol used shall be UDP [12], which is specified in RFC 768.

The UDP port number for GTP-U shall be as defined in [17].

IPv4 [13] (RFC 791) shall be supported, IPv6 [16] (RFC 2460) support is optional.
