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1. Introduction

It has been described in 25.346[2] as the following:

UTRAN sends the MBMS dedicated notification message including the service ID and cause= session start on DCCH to inform UEs in CELL_DCH that are not receiving an MBMS service provided using p-t-m transfer mode.
This is similar to the functionality in R99 that when UE is in Cell-DCH state while a Paging message come from the other domain. In this case, the UTRAN need to perform Paging co-ordination and send the Paging i.e. RRC: PAGING TYPE 2 message on the DCCH.

The co-ordination functionality is also needed for the MBMS. This contribution propose to introduce the MBMS Coordination function into the R3.013.
2. MBMS Co-ordination Function
The description of MBMS Co-ordination is shown below:

The characteristic of MBMS implies a need for MBMS co-ordination i.e. handling of MBMS Notification when UE is in Cell-DCH state. The MBMS co-ordination is performed by UTRAN. The MBMS co-ordination in UTRAN is to co-ordinate between MBMS UE Context and MBMS Service Context. The TMGI in the MBMS Session Start is used for MBMS co-ordination. When a MBMS Session Start Request message is received by the RNC from the CN, the RNC perform the MBMS co-ordination. This is shown in figure 1 below.
