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1. Introduction
In the past RAN2#46bis meeting, RAN2 agreed to send ‘maximum UE Tx power’ from SRNC to Node B [1]. This contribution is to support the decision by including this information in corresponding RAN3 specs. 
2. Discussion
In [1], it was proposed to calculate “maximum UE Tx Power” as MIN (Maximum allowed UL TX Power, UE maximum output power) and transmit it from SRNC to Node B via NBAP and RNSAP signalling as additional information for scheduling.
The two parameters inside the bracket are as follows:
· Maximum allowed UL TX power: set by UTRAN and defined in TS25.331, sent to the UE via RRC signalling.

· UE maximum output power: defined by the UE power class, and specified in TS25.101, sent to the UTRAN via RRC signalling (e.g. RRC connection complete).
Considering Maximum allowed UL TX power is reconfigurable, the maximum UE Tx Power can be included in RL SETUP ADDITION REQUEST and RL RECONFIGURATION PREPARE/REQUEST as well as RL SETUP REQUEST messages. 
- Proposal 1: It is proposed that RL SETUP/ADDITION/RECONFIGURATION request messages may include maximum UE Tx Power IE.

Because this information is introduced for E-DCH scheduling and always available in the SRNC, it is proposed that all the Node Bs that have E-DCH RLs of a UE shall be informed of the information. To achieve this, this information shall be included if E-DCH is first configured, i.e., RL SETUP REQUEST message shall include this if E-DCH is configured at least one of the RLs. For reconfiguration, it may be optionally included.
- Proposal 2: It is proposed that RL SETUP REQUEST shall include this IE if at least one of the RLs contains E-DCH. It is also proposed that this IE be optionally included in RL ADDTION/RECONFIGURATION request messages.
3. Conclusion
It is proposed that RAN3 agree on the proposal 1 and 2.
