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1. Overall Description:

TSG RAN3 has found a discrepancy between TS23.060 and RANAP on the data forwarding feature.

TS23.060 says in clause “6.9.2.2.1Serving RNS Relocation Procedure”:
“. The old SGSN decides the RABs to be subject for data forwarding based on QoS, and those RABs shall be contained in RABs subject to data forwarding.”
This text was introduced before September 2001 where the SGSN could request the RNC about which RABs should be forwarded by including within the RAB Parameters IE the Relocation Requirement IE set to “lossless” or not.

However, it was clarified in September 2001 after discussion that the RNC shall only decide which RABs should be forwarded or not to meet the QoS (based on its radio knowledge) and this IE was consequently removed (or set to “null”) in RANAP.

It seems that TS23060 has however been forgotten to be correspondingly updated, which creates confusion now. 

2. Actions:

ACTION: 
TSG RAN3 kindly ask TSG SA2 to align TS23.060 with the status of RANAP since 2001 in consistency with the decision that was made in September 2001.
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
