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Introduction

This document summarizes the introduction of S1 Reset procedure introduction and opens the discussion on the on-going FFS Parts.

Discussion
The document R3-072094 [1] proposes a draft introduction of the Reset Procedure for S1AP that includes Procedure text, tabular and ASN.1.
Issues to discuss:

1. Because there is no decision (and drafting) concerning the chapter 5 (S1AP Services) and chapter 6 (Services Expected from Signalling Transport), the concept of  ”EPC domain” is still FFS and the definition of the default MME has been defined (see for more details [1]).  The purpose of this contribution is not to discuss the pros and cons of theses definitions. The following (and other) alternative need to be discussed by the group

· Alt.1. maintains the current text proposal [1] until more discussion and the completion of chapter 5 and chapter 6 of S1-AP. Adds an issue in the rapporteur Topic List. The future text revision may be done according to the MME Pool definition and multiple MME association for an eNB (then default MME make sense).

· Alt.2. improves the current text by more editorial comments and adds an issue in the rapporteur Topic List.

·  Alt.3. removes all reference to Default MME and EPC Domain in the test proposal and adds an issue in the rapporteur Topic List.

· Alt.3. …

2. The “connectionless” is used but it should be defined in the chapter 5 (S1AP Services). It seems to be not necessary to define a “connectionless” transport for S1 over SCTP and IP TNL, but the UE and non UE oriented procedure may be distinguished. The following (and other) alternative need to be discussed by the group;
· Alt.1. keeps the current text proposal [1] until more discussion and the completion of chapter 5. Adds an issue in the rapporteur Topic List. 
· Alt.2. improves the current text by more editorial comments (“connectionless (FFS)”) and adds an issue in the rapporteur Topic List. 
·  Alt.3. removes all reference to “connectionless” in the test proposal and adds an issue in the rapporteur Topic List.
3. The precedence of Reset over all other procedures had been introduced: 
· “The Reset procedure takes precedence over all other Elementary Procedures”.
4. The Global MME-ID IE and Global eNB-ID IE had been introduced in S1-AP to identify the source of the Reset and Reset Acknowledge procedures request because Global node-Id IEs were already present in Iu RANAP for this procedures and it also helps to clarify and avoids confusion at S1-AP level. 
5. The historical RANAP timers had been defined and preserved: TRafC / TRatC / TRafR / TRatR. 

· Abnormal condition with timer management had been added.

6. Today there is no reference in 36.413 of RESET RESOURCE procedure to release resources and references associated to the S1 signalling connection identifiers of the message.
· RESET RESOURCE procedure is required for LTE? 
· S1 signalling connection identifier is required?
Comments:

· Only the procedures add been introduced in ASN.1 part because the Error Indication procedure already introduces Global MME-ID IE, Global eNB-ID IE, Criticality Diagnostics IE and Cause IE is already introduced too.
