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1. Overall Description:
In the context of Enhanced Layer2 for high data rate it was found out that there was a discrepancy in the definitions of the MAC-d flows between RAN2 and RAN3 specifications when MAC-ehs is used. More details on this subject was presented in [1] during RAN2#61bis.

In order to align the definitions from RAN2 and RAN3 and to be able to transport over iub and iur several logical channels in one MAC-d flow when MAC-ehs is used, it was agreed in RAN2 to make a correction to the specifications. Although the changes could have been done either in RAN2 specifications or RAN3 specifications it was agreed in RAN2 to make these changes in the RAN2 specifications. The attached CRs in [2] to [5] were technically endorsed by RAN2.
RAN2 kindly asks RAN3 to take the above agreements from RAN2 into consideration.
