UE capabilities


RRC signalling carries UE radio access capability and NAS signalling carries UE Core Network capability. In RRC an inquiry procedure is supported to request the UE to upload its capabilities to the eNodeB.
The UE radio access capability information is needed only in the eNodeB. The eNodeB can upload the UE radio access capability to the MME via the corresponding S1 procedure for transparent storage in the MME, in order to avoid the need for requesting this information from the UE at each idle to active transition.
In order to ensure the consistency of the UE radio access capability information in the UE and in the network the following behaviour needs to be assumed.
- 
In case the MME establishes the UE context in the eNodeB and it has the UE radio access capabilities stored, it includes this information in the context setup sent to the eNodeB.

In case of UE detach, the MME deletes the UE radio access capabilities.
-
In case the context setup was triggered by an attach (instead of an idle to active transition), the MME shall not include the UE radio access capability in the context setup and it should erase any UE radio capability information stored from a previous attachment of the UE. The eNodeB should enquiry the UE radio access capabilities and then upload the information to the MME when it is received.  
For emergency services, a minimum MBMS UE capabilityis defined. Whether such a minimum capability should be a mandatory UE capability is FFS.
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
