The Aggregate Maximum Bit Rate IE was defined in both S1AP and X2AP as an optional IE (based on the tabular description in drafts R3-072420v2 and R3-072421v3). 

The IE was introduced as a mandatory IE in the X2AP ASN.1 in R3-072434 and the ASN.1 has been aligned with the tabular description in R3-081195. The IE is currently optional in X2AP.


The IE was changed from optional to mandatory in the S1AP INITIAL CONTEXT SETUP REQUEST message in R3-081371 and introduced as a mandatory IE in the S1AP HO REQ in R3-081083.

Keeping the IE optional in X2AP may create interoperability issue.
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At least one SAE Bearer Info IE shall be included in the HANDOVER REQUEST message according to the tabular description of the message (in line with RRC capabilities and S1AP) whereas the list of SAE Bearer Info IEs may be empty in the ASN.1 definition.
