The HNB shall initiate the procedure by sending a UE REGISTER REQUEST message to the HNB-GW including UE specific data.  The HNB shall always include the UE permanent identity (i.e. IMSI) if it does not serve a CSG cell or for registration of UEs witout CSG capability except if the Registration Cause indicates “emergency call”.
The HNB-GW shall perform access control for the UE on the specific HNB and if successful respond with a UE REGISTER ACCEPT message including the Context-ID IE.

The HNB-GW shall not perform access control if the Registration Cause indicates “emergency call”.
