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1. Introduction
This document summarises the status on the Iuant antenna operating band discussion and proposes a way forward based on the previous RAN3 discussion and working progress in RAN4.

2. Discussion

The following are the summary of the status of discussion in RAN3 and progress in RAN4 with regard to the Iuant operating band.

Discussion in RAN3#63:
· RAN3 agreed to include E-UTRAN as the scope in Iuant specification series.
· Discussion on whether the bits for defining operating band number should be extended up to 64 or 32.
- It was commented that since TDD is not part of the Iuant specification series, then there is no necessity to include it now. 
- During the discussion, there was no strong argument to include TDD bands.
· Discussion on how to code the band number.
· RAN3 has not yet give any answer back to RAN4 LS in [3] 

Progress in RAN4:
· In the last RAN4#50 , the following new operating bands were agreed to be added. The corresponding CRs [1,2] were endorsed
- Band 15, 16, 18, and 19

· In the last RAN4#50, the CR against 25.461 proposing to add E-UTRA TDD [3] band was endorsed, with a condition that it has to be reviewed in RAN3 and RAN plenary.
· Band 17 was already defined before RAN4#50.

3.  Proposal
1. It is proposed for RAN3 to decide whether TDD band needs to be included in the Iuant specification or not.

· Review the RAN4 CR against 25.461 in [3]

2. If RAN3 decides that TDD band is not included according  to the last discussion, it is proposed to extend the bits for operating band number in Iuant specification, from 16 to 32 , with the following understanding:
- TDD is not part of the scope in the Iuant specification series, and it is proposed to keep it that way. 
- If in the future TDD bands need to be included, it can be solve by  the appropriate coding.
3. The coding of the bits for operating band in IuantAP specification is proposed as the following:
· In TS 25.466 v.8.3.0, bit 14 and 15 is defined as a spare bit.

· Bit 14 is defined as an indicator that FDD operating band(s) is(are) set in bit 16 and onwards.
Bit 15 is kept as a spare bit. (could be used for TDD if necessary)
· The new FDD bands are defined starting from bit 16.
The corresponding CR for 26.466 can be found in [5].

4. It is proposed to reply the LS from RAN4 notifying the agreements achieved in RAN3.
The draft LS reply is provided in [6].
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
