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1 Introduction
In the RAN3#70bis meeting the impact of M3 reset on MCE and M2 was briefly discussed. This contribution proposed to clarify the issue of M3 and M2 Reset.
2 Discussion 

Let’s consider first scenario: Reset imitated by the MCE. 

 If the Reset is initialized by MCE, it would be mean there is an event of a failure happened in MCE:


- On M3 interface, when the event of a failure occurs at the MCE, which it has result the loss of some or all transaction reference information; a RESET message shall be sent to the MME (section 8.5.2.2 TS 36.444).


- On the M2 interface when the event of a failure occurs at the MCE, which it has result the loss of some or all transaction reference information; a RESET message shall be sent to the eNB (section 8.5.2.1 TS 36.443).
From our understanding, if MCE resets M3, the MCE also resets M2 simultaneously.

Let’s consider second scenario: Reset imitated by the MME.
If the Reset is initialized by MME, upon receiving the reset message, the MCE shall release all context of resource in 36.444: 

“At reception of RESET message the MME shall release all allocated resources on M3 related to the MBMS service association(s) indicated explicitly or implicitly in the RESET message and remove the MBMS M3AP ID for the indicated MBMS service associations.” 

If we can assimilate the release all allocated resources to a case of “loss of some or all transaction reference information”, the MCE shall initialize M2 reset after release the resource due to M3 reset.

 Let’s consider third scenario: Reset imitated by the eNB.

If the reset is initialized by eNB, the MCE then initialize to reset M3 which is similar as upper.

3 Conclusions

Conclusion: According to current 36.444 and 36.443, M3 reset will cause M2 reset; vice versa.
