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	Reason for change:
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	The current text related to the MME Configuration Update procedure states that “This procedure does not affect existing UE-related contexts, if any”. However it may happen that such procedure affects UE-related contexts. As an example we can think of when the MME changes the GUMMEI and, in the meanwhile, a UE connected to it experiences a radio failure: when the UE tries to reconnect to the same MME will not be able to connect.
The same applies to eNBs in case of eNB Configuration Updated procedure when Tracking Area is changed.

	
	

	Summary of change:
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	Since, as reported in TS 23.401 in Section 4.3.7.3 (Load re-balancing between MMEs) :

NOTE 1:
An example use for the MME Load Re-balancing function is for the O+M related removal of one MME from an MME Pool Area.

SA2 already hints when MME should use MME load rebalancing, in the MME Configuration Update procedure text, the sentence “This procedure does not affect existing UE-related contexts, if any” is removed and it is replaced by a note referring to TS 23.401.
In respect of the eNB Configuration Setup, the same sentence has been deleted, but no reference to TS 23.401 has been added because, in that case, the SA2 specification does not give any hints.
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This CR has an isolated impact towards the previous version of the specification.
This CR has an impact under functional point of view.

The impact can be considered isolated because the change affects the eNB and MME Configuration Update functions. 

This CR does not have any ASN.1 impact.
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	The specification is incorrect because it is stated that the MME Configuration Update and the eNB Configuration Update procedures do not affect existing UE-related contexts.
