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1. Overall Description:

RAN2 would like to thank SA1, SA3 and RAN3 for providing their feedback on user consent in MDT.

RAN2 would like to inform that based on the feedback received from SA3 and SA1 with regard to security privacy and service requirement for user consent in MDT, RAN2 has discussed the mechanism of MDT configuration that would take into account user consent status, for both cases where the prior consent exist in the subscription profile and when the consent is revoked/ withdraws.
1. For the case when there is prior consent for a UE as part of user subscription profile:
The following are RAN2 understanding and assumption:

· For signaling based MDT, the OAM and/ or core network nodes will take into account user consent status when performing UE selection for MDT before contacting RAN node.

· For management based MDT, since the eNB/RNC is the node who performs UE selection, the information of user consent status needs to be known by and informed to the eNB/RNC. 
With regard to the support for management based MDT configuration with user consent, RAN2 also evaluated RAN3 working assumption in R3-110931 that a specific IE to indicate the user consent status is introduced for LTE and confirms that this assumption is in line with RAN2 assumptions.
RAN2 would also like to point out that a solution to convey consent status is needed also for UTRAN and that the same principle as for LTE could be adopted.

Question 1:

RAN2 would like to SA5 to confirm that the above RAN2 understanding for signaling based MDT case and management based MDT case are correct.
Question 2:

Assuming that the above understandings are correct, specifically to support management based MDT configuration with user consent, RAN2 would like to ask the relevant working groups to work on the necessary changes in their relevant specifications. 
2. For the case when the user revokes/ withdraws its consent for MDT:
RAN2 agreed to adopt the following mechanisms:
a. User consent revocation shall be performed in upper layer, e.g., using web portal. In this mechanism interworking between upper layer and AS layer is not needed.
b. In addition to that, RAN2 will also specify that logged MDT configuration and measurement log “shall” be released/ deleted whenever UE is switched off or detached.
