	Currently, modification from a QCI of GBR bearer to a QCI of non-GBR bearer and vice versa is not supported according to the section 5.4.2.1 in TS 23.401:
“The PDN GW initiated bearer modification procedure (including EPS Bearer QoS update) for a GTP based S5/S8 is depicted in figure 5.4.2.1-1. This procedure is used in cases when one or several of the EPS bearer QoS parameters QCI, GBR, MBR or ARP are modified (including the QCI or the ARP of the default EPS bearer e.g. due to the HSS initiated Subscribed QoS Modification procedure, as described in clause 5.4.2.2) or to modify the APN-AMBR. Modification from a QCI of resource type non-GBR to a QCI of resource type GBR and vice versa is not supported by this procedure.”

However, it is implicitly allowed to modify a non-GBR bearer to a GBR bearer in the E-RAB Modify procedure according to the section 8.2.2.4 in TS 36.413:

“If the eNB receives a E-RAB MODIFY REQUEST message containing a E-RAB Level QoS Parameters IE which contains a QCI IE indicating a GBR bearer (as defined in TS 23.203[13]) for a E-RAB previously configured as a non-GBR bearer (as defined in TS 23.203[13]), and which does not contiain the GBR QoS Information IE, the eNB shall consider the modification of the corresponding E-RAB as failed.”

So, it is not clear that whether the eNB can support to modify a non-GBR bearer to a GBR beaer.
