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1. Introduction
For SON MLB, RAN Information Management (RIM) protocol was enhanced to report cell loads between RATs. UTRA SI transfer for CS fallback was also supported by RIM. Related requirements were also defined in the RIM specification [1]. This paper proposes to discuss whether the requirement is aligned with the RAN2/3 agreement. 
2. Discussion
The following requirement for SON trasfer is defined in [1]:

When multiple reports from a certain cell have been requested, the RAN-Information Send procedure shall be triggered every time the SON information for this cell is changed; the SON Transfer application shall request acknowledgements.
However, RAN3 agreed in Rel-9 that cell loads should be reported infrequently. The agreement is captured in TS 36.300 as follows [2]:
Load information shall be provided in a procedure separated from existing active mode mobility procedures, which shall be used infrequently and with lower priority with respect to the UE dedicated signalling.
Likewise, the following requirement is defined for UTRA SI transfer [1]:
When multiple reports from a certain cell have been requested, the RAN-Information Send procedure shall be triggered every time the set of UTRA system information for this cell is changed; the UTRA SI application shall request acknowledgements.
At RAN2 #73, including not essential SIBs in the SI container was changed to optional [3]. This allows the network to minimise the SI transfer load by implementation. Therefore, SIBs need not to be transferred for every SI change. 
3. Summary and proposal
This paper pointed out misalignment between SON/ UTRA SI transfer requirements and the RAN2/3 agreement. In conclusion, the following is proposed:
Proposal:
RAN3 should discuss whether the misalignment on SON Transfer and UTRA SI RIM requirements needs to be resolved. 
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
