Introduction
At RAN3#73, the CR930 [1] and the corresponding stage 2 CR [2] were agreed to allow an emergency call to always succeed towards a CSG cell.

The CRs were agreed release 10.
This paper extends the discussion of the use case for release 9.

Description
At RAN3#73, the CR930 [1] was agreed to make an exception for the access control at the MME during an S1 handover towards an HeNB. The exception applies when two conditions are simultaneously met:
· the call that is handed over is an emergency call; this is identified by specific ARP values (C1);

· the handover is an S1 handover towards a target cell which is an HeNB (C2),

in that case, even if the access control fails, the call is allowed to relocate and survive.
This exception has been further completed to also cover the case of failed CSG ID check at the target HeNB.  

If we look at conditions C1 and C2, we can see that they both correspond to two features introduced in release 9: C1 corresponds to the feature “emergency calls” and C2 corresponds to the feature “inbound handover via S1 handover”.
It is therefore consistent that the corrections agreed at last RAN3#73 for release 10 should have also been made applicable to release 9. 
As well known, having a different handling in release 9 and release 10 introduces some backwards compatibility uncertainty of treatment depending on the release of the node you face, which is not known.
Also, it is obvious that the correction is quite critical as otherwise the emergency call would get dropped.
We therefore propose to complete the correction by agreeing the equivalent release 9 CRs.

Conclusion and Proposals
This paper has analysed why the emergency call correction agreed last RAN3#73 meeting should have been made applicable for release 9 as well.

It is proposed to agree the two release 9 CRs equivalent to [1] and [2] in tdoc R3-112491 and tdoc R3-112492. 
It is also proposed to liaise SA2 about this in tdoc R3-112493.
