In the last meeting, it was concluded that further check is needed on the definition of MDT PLMN. This contribution aims to clarify the question.

Discussion

Quote:

In TS37.320, the definition of MDT PLMN is as following:

“MDT PLMN: A PLMN that is the RPLMN for the UE at the point of receiving MDT measurement configuration.”
It can be seen that the MDT PLMN in TS37.320 is defined from the view of UE, and it is only valid for Logged MDT. However, it is vague for the network to decide the MDT PLMN. From the point view of RAN3, it is necessary to clarify what the MDT PLMN is.
· In the case of Immediate MDT, the MDT PLMN was explicitly confirmed as the PLMN id included in TraceReference IE by the SA5[1]. 
· In the case of Logged MDT, there is no explicit confirmation from SA5. However, in TS32.422, there is no differentiation between Logged MDT and Immediate MDT on the PLMN issues. So we believe that the same understanding also apply to Logged MDT, i.e. MDT PLMN is equal to the PLMN id included in TraceReference IE in the case of Logged MDT.
So, from the view of network side, the MDT PLMN can be understood as the PLMN id included in TraceReference IE.
Proposal 1: From the view of network side, the MDT PLMN should be understood as the PLMN id included in TraceReference IE.
In order to eliminate the confusion, the understanding should be reflected explicitly in the specification. Since the UE can also know about the TraceReference in Logged MDT case, it is proposed to adopt a more universal MDT PLMN definition as following:

MDT PLMN: A PLMN that is the PLMN included in TraceReference in MDT configuration.
Proposal 2: Adopt a new definition which defines the MDT PLMN as the PLMN included in TraceReference.

Conclusion 
For the MDT PLMN definition, it is proposed to adopt a universal definition. RAN3 is highly proposed to agree the following proposals:

Proposal 1: From the view of network side, the MDT PLMN should be understood as the PLMN id included in TraceReference IE.
Proposal 2: Adopt a new definition which defines the MDT PLMN as the PLMN specified in TraceReference.
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
