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1. Overall Description:

RAN3 would like to inform SA2 that RAN3 has discussed the handling of emergency calls in relation with closed HeNB cells at RAN3#73 and RAN3#73bis.
RAN3 concluded, in alignment with SA3 specifications, that whenever an emergency call is involved, the call should be able to survive in case of a handover to a closed cell, even if access is denied on that cell for the UE. 
In such situation, the source RAN node will trigger an S1 handover, and the MME will let the handover continue even if the access control function fails. The success of the handover would avoid the drop call.
Since both the support of emergency calls and the support of inbound mobility to closed HeNBs are specified from release 9 onwards, RAN3 made CRs from release 9 onwards.

The S1AP release 9 CR agreed at RAN3#73bis is attached for information in case any necessary alignment would be felt needed by SA2. Please note that the solution foresees that the target HeNB would fail the E-RABs not related to the emergency call.

2. Actions:

To TSG-SA2:

RAN3 kindly asks TSG-SA2 to take note of the CRs done by RAN3 for handling of emergency calls in relation with closed HNBs in case any alignment would be felt needed by SA2.
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
