1 Introduction
During the email discussion from the last meeting three target scenarios were discussed and agreed. This meeting will investigate and evaluate mechanisms to enhance inter-RAT call redirection, connected mode mobility and load balancing between UMTS/HSPA and LTE. 
2 Discussion
The enhancements addressed in the discussion are to enhance call redirection, connected mode mobility and load balancing. Load balancing is a general function. It is implemented by procedures. If there is some enhancement for load balancing, the enhancement reflects in each procedure, e.g. by call redirection, connected mode mobility or tracking area update.

Call redirection is realized by the RRC Connection Release/Reject procedure. We don’t enhance the RRC procedure since this SI has a requirement to avoid the UE impact. So speaking of the load balancing enhancement, we only need to enhance the connected mode mobility procedure.
Another procedure related to the enhancement is the cell load reporting. It helps the RNC/eNB to make the decision for the call redirection and connected mode mobility. 
So far the foresee enhancements impact two procedures: cell load reporting and connected mode mobility.

The principle for the enhancements is to avoid duplication of solutions addressing the same problem. According to the above principle, we think it is better to sort the solutions according to enhanced procedure, not to the scenario. For the scenario 3a, since the architecture is different from scenario 1 and scenario 2, maybe there is some particular enhancement for the scenario 3a. So if some solution is for particular scenario, the applicable scenario can be address in the solution.
