The Location Reporting Control procedure is initiated by the MME sending the LOCATION REPORTING CONTROL to the eNB to request the current location information, e.g. Cell ID, of a specific UE, and how the information shall be reported, e.g. direct report, report every cell change, report upon E-RAB Release. The Location Reporting Control procedure is also used to terminate reporting on cell change and upon E-RAB Release. If reporting is requested upon E-RAB Release, the MME may request the eNB to activate reporting for all UEs.
If the Location Reporting Control procedure for a specific UE fails, e.g. due to an interaction with an initiated handover then the eNB shall indicate the failure using the Location Report Failure Indication procedure.

If the Location Reporting Control procedure is on going for a specific UE and the eNB received an UE CONTEXT RELEASE COMMAND message from MME this specific UE then the eNB shall terminate the on-going Location Reporting.

The Location Report procedure is initiated by the eNB by sending the LOCATION REPORT to the MME to report the current location information of a specific UE as a standalone report, or every time UE changes cell, or upon E-RAB Release.
If the MME has requested the eNB to activate reporting upon E-RAB Release the eNB performs reporting before terminating the respective S1AP release procedure. 
If the MME has requested the eNB to activate reporting upon E-RAB Release for all UEs, the eNB performs reporting
