If the E-UTRAN internal reason is a radio link failure detected in the eNB, or if the eNB has already sent the RRC Release to the UE for an intra-LTE redirection, the eNB shall wait a sufficient time before triggering the S1 UE Context Release Request procedure in order to allow the UE to perform the NAS recovery procedure, see TS 23.401 [17].
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
