3 Open issues

Following issues have been identified and may be discussed in the next meeting.
3.1 Validity period in the CoMP Information IE

Some companies think that total period for which the CoMP Information IE is valid should be included in the CoMP Information IE.

3.2 Flags in the CoMP Information IE

Some companies think that indications should be added in the CoMP Information IE. The identified indications include:
· Compliance mandated: Indicates whether the receiving eNB is mandated to comply the CoMP hypotheses;
· Feedback request: Indicates whether the sending eNB requests feedback on whether the received CoMP hypotheses are applied or not.
3.3 Use of Invoke Indication IE
Some companies think that the value of the Invoke Indication IE should be expanded to enable an eNB to trigger inter-eNB CoMP operation.
3.4 Tx power levels
Some companies think that the CoMP Hypothesis IE should be able to express more than two Tx power levels.
3.5 Feedback

Some companies think that the feedback on whether the received CoMP hypotheses are applied or not should be standardized.
3.6 Additional SCTP stream for non UE-associated signalling
One company thinks that at least two SCTP streams are needed for non UE-associated signalling.
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
