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1 Introduction 
This paper summarizes the way forward agreed during the discussions on SRVCC to GERAN on the CS container.

As a reminder, at RAN3#83bis, there were different options for encoding the CS container for the reverse and the forward direction:
The following options have been considered for the reverse direction:

1) MSC includes T+L see TS29.280: the MSC sends the Layer 3 Information IE including the T+L to MME. MME transparently forwards and eNB receives the Layer 3 Information with T+L.

2) MME includes T+L: the MSC sends the Layer 3 Information IE without including the T+L to MME. MME includes the T+L before forwarding and eNB receives the Layer 3 Information with T+L

3) eNB does not need T+L (not send by the MME): the MSC sends the Layer 3 Information IE without including the T+L to MME. MME transparently forwards and eNB receives the Layer 3 Information without T+L. 

The following options have been considered for the forward direction:

1) eNB does not include T+L: the eNB sends the OldBSS to NewBSS Information IE without including the T+L, the MME and MSC forwards transparently to the BSC (the BSC receives the IE with T+L as part of the normal encoding process by the MSC of the BBSAP message).

2) MSC removes T+L: the eNB sends the OldBSS to NewBSS Information IE including the T+L, the MME forwards transparently to the MSC, the MSC removes the T+L before forwarding to the BSC (the BSC receives the IE with T+L as part of the normal encoding process by the MSC of the BBSAP message).

3) MME removed T+L: the eNB sends the OldBSS to NewBSS Information IE including the T+L, the MME removes the T+L before forwarding to the MSC, the MSC sends transparently to the BSC (understood in the sense that the BSC receives the IE with T+L as part of the normal encoding process by the MSC of the BBSAP).  

The options impacting the MME have been eliminated at RAN3#83bis, which are: reverse 2 and forward 3.

Also at RAN3#83bis, it was agreed to let companies do final checking until RAN3#84 among the remaining options. It was also agreed that the final decision will be made at RAN3#84 on this issue which has been brought since RAN3#83 (February 2014). 
2 Discussion 
At RAN3#84, for simplification, the following terminology was used for the remaining options of the reverse direction:

Option 1 was called “reverse TLV” and option 3 “reverse V”. 

For simplifications, at RAN3#84 the following terminology was used for the remaining options of the forward direction:

Option 1 was called “forward V” and option 2 “forward TLV”. 

At RAN3#84, it was decided to first treat the reverse direction then the forward direction. After their final checking between RAN3#83bis and RAN3#84, the position of companies for the SRVCC CS container could be captured as follows:
Reverse direction

· Solution 1: V in reverse direction: ALU, NSN, Samsung, ZTE, HW, E//, CATT
· Solution 2: TLV in reverse direction: NEC

It was agreed to have solution 1.

Forward direction

· Solution 1: V in forward direction: ALU, NSN, Samsung, ZTE

· Solution 3: TLV in forward direction: HW, E///,CATT
· Neutral: NEC
It was agreed to have solution 1.
3 Conclusion and proposals
It is proposed that RAN3 agrees this way forward paper which has been implemented in the CRs R3-141413 to R3-141416.
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
