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1. Overall Description:

RAN3 thanks CT1 for their LS (C1-142485) on allowing optional category indication.

After the RAN3 discussion, the feedback is provided as following,
· For ETWS, the eNB shall replace the existing broadcast message with the newer one. Hence, the category IE which indicates the priority of the alert message is not needed for ETWS in LTE.
· For CMAS or CMAS-like warning services, the eNB supports to broadcast multiple warning messages concurrently. Considering the minimum period of SIB12 is 80ms, and the maximum size of a SIB is 1736 bits (217 bytes) or 2216 bits (277 bytes), the capacity is sufficient and then the category IE which indicates the priority of the alert message is not needed for ETWS in LTE.
To summarize, RAN3 does not see the necessary to have the category IE which indicates the priority of the alert message for PWS in LTE.
