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1 Introduction

Annex A.1: Summary of WLAN/3GPP radio interworking in RAN2
As part of the WLAN/3GPP radio interworking WI [15] RAN2 are working on solutions for E-UTRAN/UTRAN assisted UE based bi-directional traffic steering between E-UTRAN and WLAN for UEs in RRC_IDLE and RRC_CONNECTED and between UTRAN and WLAN for UEs in Idle mode and CELL_DCH, CELL_FACH, CELL_PCH and URA_PCH states.. A solution is being defined which can co-exist with ANDSF policies if present. This solution is applicable to LTE and UMTS WLAN interworking.






E-UTRAN/UTRAN provides assistance parameters via broadcast and dedicated RRC signalling to the UE. The RAN assistance parameters may include E-UTRAN/UTRAN signal strength thresholds, WLAN channel utilization thresholds, WLAN backhaul data rate thresholds, WLAN signal strength and Offload Preference Indicator (OPI). E-UTRAN/UTRAN can also provide a list of WLAN identifiers to the UE via broadcast signalling. The UE uses the RAN assistance parameters in the evaluation of:

-
access network selection and traffic steering rules defined in [9][19]; or

-
ANDSF policies defined in [8]

for traffic steering decisions between E-UTRAN/UTRAN and WLAN as specified in [7].
The OPI is only used in ANDSF policies as specified in [8].
