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1. Overall Description:
RAN3 would like to thank GSMA IREG Packet for the LS on QoS ARP parameters inconsistency and would like to clarify the following points in TS 36.413:

1. Concerning PCI/PVI, RAN3 acknowledges that the transfer encoding over S1 and the Sx are different, but this is natural since they are for two different protocols. The meaning is only given after decoding of the transfer encoding. Furthermore RAN3 thinks that the values “shall not trigger pre-emption”, “may trigger pre-emption”, “not pre-emptable” and “pre-emptable” are clear and cannot be misinterpreted

2. Concerning Priority level special value 15, RAN3 acknowledges the disparity between TS 29.212 and TS 36.413. Nevertheless, interfaces are P2P and can be not aligned (i.e. nodes terminating both protocols may need to perform interworking between the two protocols). Furthermore the behaviour described in TS 36.413 8.2.1.2 Successful Operation is well defined and shall be taken into account at Allocation and Retention Priority set-up implementation

RAN3 kindly ask IREG PACKET to take into consideration the above mentioned points.
