	Reason for change:
	As indicated in section 8.4.1, the Scheduling Information procedure is used to indicate information (e.g. PMCH configuration information) which is to be sent over the MCCH. 

The procedural text in section 8.4.2, however, includes text concerning when transmission over PMCH should or should not happen (e.g. stating that “the eNB should stop the PMCH transmission, when PMCH configuration information for an existing PMCH is not contained in the MBMS SCHEDULING INFORMATION message”). Since there is no PMCH ID, it is not possible for the eNB to check whether the received MBMS Scheduling Information contains information for an existing PMCH. In addition, this text can be misinterpreted, for example, in the case where all sessions are suspended and the MCE sends the MBMS SCHEDULING INFORMATION message without any PMCH configuration, the eNB also stops transmitting this information over MCCH, but there is still a PMCH (in this case, the PMCH configuration where the MCCH is being sent is known from the SIB13 and has been earlier received in the M2AP Setup Response/eNB Configuration Update message).

	
	

	Summary of change:
	Sentences referring to when PMCH transmission should/should not happen are deleted, to clarify that the inclusion of the PMCH configuration information in the scheduling information message controls only what PMCH related information need to be transmitted over the MCCH, not what is expected to be transmitted over the PMCH itself in general.

It is clarified that if no PMCH Configuration List IE is received, then the eNB does not include PMCH related information in the MCCH, but will still transmit MCCH on a PMCH whose configuration is already known by the eNB from the M2 Setup Response/eNB Configuration Update message.

Impact assessment towards the previous version of the specification (same release): 


This CR has isolated impact towards the previous version of the specification (same release).

This CR has an impact under functional and protocol point of view.
The impact can be considered isolated since it only affects the MBMS feature. 


	
	

	Consequences if not approved:
	If the absence of PMCH configuration information in the M2AP Scheduling Information message is interpreted to mean that transmission over PMCH itself should stop, then the MCCH itself could not be broadcast i.e. counting requests could not be sent over MCCH.

MBMS Scheduling Information

8.4.1
General

The purpose of the MBMS Scheduling Information Procedure is to provide MCCH related information to the eNB.

The procedure uses non MBMS-Service-associated signalling.

8.4.2
Successful Operation
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Figure 8.4.2-1. MBMS Scheduling Information procedure. Successful operation.

The MCE initiates the procedure by sending the MBMS SCHEDULING INFORMATION message to the eNB. The eNB shall store the MBSFN Area Configuration Item IE, apply the MCCH update from the modification period defined in the MCCH Update Time IE, and transmit the MCCH according to the MCCH configuration for the given MBSFN area indicated by the MCE.
If an empty PMCH Configuration List IE is contained in this message for an MBSFN area, the eNB shall update the content of the corresponding MCCH so as not to include PMCH related information over the corresponding MCCH. If the Modulation and Coding Scheme 2 IE is included, the eNB shall ignore the Modulation and Coding Scheme IE and use the Modulation and Coding Scheme 2 IE instead. If the received PMCH Configuration IE contains the MCH Scheduling Period Extended IE, the eNB shall take its value into account instead of the value signalled in the MCH Scheduling Period IE. The eNB shall schedule the MBMS services in the MCCH according to the order defined in the MBMS Session List per PMCH IE.
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
