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1. Overall Description:

RAN3 discussed which function is used for DEORE when eNB selects the dedicated core network node, i.e. NNSF (NAS Node Selection Function) or MME load balancing function. RAN3 believed that the MME load balancing function is defined as to distribute UEs newly entering the pool to different MMEs. While the NNSF is defined as to determine the MME association of the UE based on the UE’s temporary identifier (e.g. S-TMSI), which was assigned to the UE by the CN node. Based these definitions, if only the MME Group ID is included in the NAS rerouting message without the additional GUTI, the eNB shall perform MME load balancing function other than NNSF.
