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1. Introduction
This contribution discusses some related impact on the SeNB Addition Preparation procedure concerning the HO enhancements “Support inter-MeNB handover without SeNB change and handover with SeNB addition”
2. Discussion
2.1 The discussions of the impact on SeNB Addition Preparation procedure
The current SeNB Addition Preparation procedure from Rel-12 is basically an initial procedure from the MeNB for a UE context in SeNB.  For the inter-MeNB handover without SeNB change, some places may need to clarify in SeNB Addition Preparation procedure to differentiate from the Rel-12 SeNB addition.
1) The handling of newly added SeNB UE X2AP ID IE
It has been agreed to include SeNB UE X2AP ID in the X2 Handover Request from S-MeNB to T-MeNB, and then T-MeNB indicate this SeNB UE X2AP ID to the SeNB in the SeNB Addition Request message, for the SeNB to identify the existing UE context. 
It also need to take care in a situation that the SeNB does not identify the SeNB UE X2AP ID, for any reason that e.g. SeNB has release the UE context during the S-MeNB to T-MeNB procedure.

Proposal 1: it is proposed to add abnormal condition for the handling of SeNB UE X2AP ID IE in the SeNB Addition Preparation procedure.
	If the SeNB receives a SENB ADDITION REQUEST message containing a SeNB UE X2AP ID IE that does not match any existing UE Context that has such ID, the SeNB shall reject the procedure using the SENB ADDITION REQUEST REJECT message.


2) The handling of E-RABs
For the inter-MeNB handover without SeNB change, it should be assumed that the E-RAB list should not be changed therefore the SeNB when identify the existing UE context based on the SeNB UE X2AP ID from the target MeNB, the SeNB shall rather keep or maintain the list of E-RAB instead of “established”, because the “establish” will mean the SeNB will newly establish the E-RAB list, this will then all against the basic principle of keeping the SeNB (i.e. inter-MeNB handover without SeNB change).
Therefore we propose to clarify the handling of E-RAB list in SeNB for the inter-MeNB handover without SeNB change.
Proposal 2: it is proposed to clarify in the procedure text for the handling of E-RAB list in SeNB for the inter-MeNB handover without SeNB change
	The SeNB shall report to the MeNB, in the SENB ADDITION REQUEST ACKNOWLEDGE message, the result for all the requested E-RABs in the following way:

A list of E-RABs which are successfully established/Modified shall be included in the E-RABs Admitted To Be Added List IE.
-
A list of E-RABs which failed to be established shall be included in the E-RABs Not Admitted List IE.
