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	Reason for change:
	According to 36.304, even when the UE is in eDRX states, if the Paging eDRX cycle value of 5.12s (“hfhalf”), the UE behaves according to the legacy paging reception, i.e., no calculation of PH, PTW_start, PTW_end.
Therefore the understanding is that the eNB will also behave accordingly.
In 24.008, if the MME includes “Extended DRX parameters” IE, it always sets Paging Time Window IE and eDRX window IE. So the MME always have the Paging Time Window IE and can always set it in S1-AP.
However, in 36.413, the presence of Paging Time Window IE is optional.
Based on the above specifications understanding, the optionality of Paging Time Window IE is only for the case when MME sets the eDRX cycle value to 5.12s.


	
	

	Summary of change:
	The relevant procedure text for Paging Time Window IE is clarified such that, only if eDRX cycle value is 5.12s, Paging Time Window IE is optional.
Impact Analysis:

The CR has isolated impact to the eDRX function. 

The changes introduced does not cause any backward compatibility problem 


	
	

	Consequences if not approved:
	The eNB implementations need to set a default PTW value in case MME does not sent PTW IE to decide whether a Paging retransmission (possibly coming from the MME) should be sent or not to the air.

Successful Operation

If the Paging eDRX Information IE is included in the PAGING message, the eNB shall, if supported, use it according to TS 36.304 [20]. If the Paging eDRX Cycle IE is set to other than “hfhalf”, the Paging Time Window IE is included in the Paging eDRX Information IE, and the eNB shall take this information into account to determine the UE’s paging occasion according to TS 36.304 [20]. The eNB should take into account the reception time of the PAGING message on the S1-MME interface to determine when to page the UE.
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
