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1. Introduction
This input document is to intend to partially amend the value of the minimum requirement of the section 6.6.3 of BS spectrum emission. As Tdoc R4-(99)535 says, the discussion on the interference between PHS and IMT-2000 system is on going in J-TTC(Telecommunication Technology Council of Japan) . This document requires to amend the change of –40dBm/300kHz to –41dBm/300kHz at 1893.5MHz – 1919.6MHz in Table n of section 6.6.3.5.1 titled “BS Spurious emissions limits for BS in geographic coverage area of PHS” [1].

This value has been already approved at the sub-committee of J-TTC and would be finally approved at J-TTC in the end of September.

 Accordingly, we propose that the value of –40 dBm/300kHz should be changed to [-41dBm/300kHz] and automatically remove the brackets [ ] when it is finally decided at TTC of Japan.

2. Text Proposal
