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1. Summary

A multi user detection scheme cancels transmissions to or from other UE's in the same cell. Interference from other cells is not canceled. Therefore the relevant interference (e.g. for the purpose of adding services on the slot) is the inter-cell interference only.

An estimate of the intercell interference can be obtained from the non-orthogonal part of the interference.

Where a MUD scheme is not implemented all interference (inter- and intra-cell) should be included.

2. Text change to 25.133

2.1. UE measurements, ISCP, 11.1.4

Therefore we propose a change to 11.1.4 as follows:

11.1.4
Timeslot ISCP

Definition
Interference Signal Code Power, the interference on the received signal in a specified timeslot after despreading. If a UE employs a multi-user detection scheme then only the non-orthogonal part of the interference is included in the measurement. Otherwise all interference is included. The reference point for the ISCP is the antenna connector at the UE.

2.2. UTRA measurements, ISCP, 11.2.2

Therefore we propose a change to 11.2.2 as follows:

Definition
Interference Signal Code Power, the interference on the received signal in a specified timeslot after despreading. If a UE employs a multi-user detection scheme then only the non-orthogonal part of the interference is included in the measurement. Otherwise all interference is included. The reference point for the ISCP shall be the antenna connector.
