Introduction 

Tdoc RP-010432 is a status report on the work item which was presented at TSG-RAN#12 meeting in Stockholm by Allgon. The report indicates that the current work has completed the following aspects ..  ‘An inventory of test method principles, currently used or published, is done and mapped to situations and performance parameters described.’

Of the numerous possible methods mentioned, it was also indicated that similar work has been proceeding within the Cellular Telecommunications & Internet Association (CTIA) study group on Radiated RF Power and Receiver Performance. It was also indicated a draft standard would soon be available. 

The CTIA specification was developed to provide a method of measurement for radiated RF power and Receiver performance for AMPS, CDMA, TDMA and GSM equipment. The document defines the methodology and procedures to be followed in the laboratory evaluation for antenna-based measurements for the different technologies. Both free space and head/torso are defined for EIRP and receiver sensitivity performance. In addition two methods of device measurements are proposed, one where measurement antenna is fixed and the other where it is rotated to allow for different test measurement environments. The CTIA report does not specify an actual performance requirement, but only indicates how the measurement and results should be presented. 

Since than, the CTIA specification has now been made available by the CTIA to ETSI (COST WG2.2) and to 3GPP (RAN WG4) for use in developing their requirements.  

2.0
Proposal 

The CTIA document is currently the most available standard for radiated performance measurement. This documents has received broad acceptance from both operators and manufacturers in the CTIA study group.  This document looks at the CTIA report and proposes that aspects of the CTIA report should be used as the bases for the 3GPP report on UE radiated performance requirements. In particular 

· It proposes that the same methodology for antenna performance measurement should be used for future work within 3GPP.

· A liaison should be set-up with CTIA to address any issues to avoid multiple groups covering the same agenda item  

· The work in WG4 should focus on how the UE should be set-up to perform the Tx power and Rx sensitivity tests for both UTRA FDD and TDD. This should only be as high-level requirement since the actual test method for this aspect is a TSG-T1 issue. 

· The requirement that for an interim period no normative performance requirement should be set which is a similar position adopted in CTIA is for further discussion.
